Thoughts from your Priest:

June is a month of endings and beginnings. We begin the month with the
conclusion of the program year for Sunday School. At both services on June
6" we will recognize the efforts of the students and the teachers. But the
ending of this Sunday School year has special significance. This year we
celebrate the dedication of Cindy Avery and Mary Tyler for their many
(many!) years of service to our children. At the end of this year, they are
stepping down as teachers. Whether you currently have children in the
Sunday School program or not, please come on June 6™ to express your
appreciation for their years of teaching at St. Mark’s.
